Residents of the Umtshezi, Mpofana and/or uMngeni local municipalities who wish to nominate potential candidates for possible appointment to the Board of Directors of the Agency are requested to submit the following details to the address provided below:

a letter stating the reasons for the nomination and the full name, address, telephone and fax numbers of the person you have nominated;

a curriculum vitae (CV) of the nominee indicating her or his suitability for appointment;

a brief statement signed by the nominee, in which she or he agrees to the nomination; and

Legislation prohibits the appointment of the following persons to the board of a municipal entity: - a councillor of any municipality, a member of parliament or a provincial legislature, a permanent delegate to the National Council of Provinces, an official of the Mpofana, uMngeni and/or Umtshezi local municipality, a person/s convicted of any offence and sentenced to imprisonment without the option of a fine, and a period of five years since completion of the sentence has not lapsed; anyone declared by a court to be of unsound mind, an unrehabilitated insolvent.
